Hill is another 2006 inductee into Cooperstown’s Hall of Fame at, New York.
One surprising element of Dixon’s book is that it includes additional dates, locations and scores from over 300 additional games that were played in 1905 by the Cuban X Giants, Chicago Leland Giants, Brooklyn Royal Giants and Genuine Cuban and others.    
Phil S. Dixon has authored The Ultimate Kansas City Baseball Trivia Quiz Book, The Negro Baseball Leagues a Photographic History, 1867-1955, and The Monarchs 1920-1938 Featuring Wilber “Bullet” Rogan The Greatest Ballplayer in Cooperstown. He has won the prestigious Casey Award for the Best Baseball Book of the year, and a SABR MacMillan Award for his excellence in baseball research. He currently serves on the Board of Governors for the Negro Leagues Baseball Museum in Kansas City.
